WINDMILLS SCHOOL  In February, some of our 
Year 4 children had the opportunity to take part in two 
sports festivals held at Downlands School.  In the 
morning, 12 children took part in a netball festival 
and in the afternoon, 10 children participated in a 
hockey festival.

comes from and then where does it all go?  These are 
the questions our Year 4 learners have been researching.  
We have explored the science behind the water cycle 
thorough some excellent books: ‘The Rhythm of the 
Rain’ and ‘Once Upon a Raindrop’ and have even had 
a go at creating a mini cloud in a glass jar.  To show 
their excellent knowledge and understanding, we’ve 
had a go at becoming tour guides, leading water 
droplets on a wild and wacky journey through the 
stages of the water cycle. 
In Computing for Year 5s, we have been designing and 
creating our very own video games. The children began 
by thinking about existing games and came up with a 
criteria for ‘What makes a good video game?’.  They 
then planned out their game and recorded the algorithm 
as a storyboard or flowchart, annotating the design el-
ements, the moving parts and the areas of challenge.  In 
DT, Year 5s have been working with the Lego kits.  We 
thought about what we could use these robots for and 
the children were interested in making one to explore 
the planets in the solar system! 
Continuing on from the pencil sketching skills we learnt 
in the Autumn term, Year 6 have been discovering how 
to effectively use watercolours.  Children were given 
the task of creating a pencil sketch of London during 
the Blitz, and then creating a countryside watercolour 
piece as a contrast to this. 
In March we had Book Week and on Thursday 3rd 
March was World Book Day 2022.  The children had a 
range of exciting activities to engage in both in and out 
of school.  Children were invited to dress up as their 
favourite characters from the literature they love and 
there was a best dressed winner from each class who 
won a brand new book as a prize for their efforts.  For 

those who didn’t want to dress up, children came in 
with a clue as to who their favourite fictional character 
was for everyone to guess.  We have also had many vir-
tual author visits and after last year’s success, the 
Masked Reader has returned with more curious cos-
tumes, cryptic clues and those all important big reveals. 
We wish all readers a Happy Easter and look forward 
to informing you about our learning and activities next 
month.

REPAIR CAFÉ - NOW MEETING MONTHLY! 
Repair Café Hassocks was started by the HKD Tran-
sition group in 2020.  In the first year 22 volunteers 
were recruited to plan and operate the repair cafe, in-
cluding 15 repairers with skills and experience in me-
chanical and electrical, woodwork, textile and sewing 
and other repairs as well as 7 other volunteers who 
help with organising and running the repair cafe.   
The project was supported by start-up funding from 
West Sussex County Councill and Hassocks Parish 
Council.  Small donations were also made by many 
repair café users. 
We originally planned to hold a café once a month but 
due to Covid restrictions we were not able to hold in-
person repair cafes until September 2021.  We oper-
ated a successful ‘remote’ operation before then, with 
repair requests made online or by phone, and items 
delivered to our volunteer repairers to work on at 
home.  
The in-person repair cafes once started have been a 
great success, doubling the number of repair requests.  
Everyone clearly enjoyed the conviviality, tea and 
cakes, as well as the chance to meet and talk to the re-
pairers.  
In our first year, we had 201 items delivered for repair 
- of these an astonishing 84% were successfully re-
paired.  These are all items that would have ended up 
in the landfill, but instead will serve another day. Not 
everything can be repaired, and the main obstacle is 
usually that parts are not available. But our repairers 
can work wonders (often with a significant investment 
of their time as well as know-how). 
Now, after another pause due to Covid, we have 
restarted monthly sessions to coincide with Hassocks 
Market Day.  
The next Repair Café session (at the URC Church 
Hall, 23 Keymer Road, Hassocks):   
Saturday 23rd April, Hassocks Market Day, from 10 
am to 1 pm

COMMON PIPISTRELLE I spend way too much 
time in graveyards (especially considering that I’m 
going to spend an awful lot of time in one in the fu-
ture). But they are great places to look for Pipistrelle 
bats. At this time of year, adult Pipistrelles are emerg-
ing from their winter hibernation and taking flight. 
Above Sussex, the night sky is a battlefield of deaf-
ening cries as Pipistrelles swoop and swirl, plummet 
and pounce at their insect prey. 
The acrobatic anarchy overhead goes unnoticed by us 
humans. Our hearing is limited and when it comes to 
night vision, we’re as blind as, well, something with 
really bad eyesight…in fact anything but a bat. Bats 
have excellent vision. But it certainly isn’t their best 
sense. 
Echolocation is one of the animal world’s most in-
credible superpowers. A Pipistrelle shouts, the shout 
hits something and bounces back. This echo is in-
stantly analysed in an amazing brain and tells the bat 
how far away the object is and whether it’s a 
mosquito, a moth or a mansion. To get the maximum 
information from their echo, Pipistrelles yell at high 
frequencies (45 kHz, we can only hear up 20 kHz). 
And these shouts are loud; pneumatic drill or jet 
fighter loud. Up to 110 decibels in some species. A 

bat would deafen itself if it heard its own shout. So 
Pipistrelles have to disengage their ears, then shout, 
then turn their hearing back on, listen for the echo, 
analyse, then start all over again. All at the rate of 10-
15 times a second. This gives bats an amazing, multi-
layered awareness of their surroundings. But it’s 
tricky (and impolite) to shout when you’re eating, so 
once a moth is in the mouth the bat has to chew-
shout-listen-chew-shout-listen to avoid a collision. 
There are 17 different species of bat in Sussex. Our 
smallest – the Common Pipistrelle – is also the one 
you’re most likely to see around your gardens. Back 
in the 80’s there were just four TV channels, two 
types of videocassette and one species of Pipistrelle 
in Britain. But in the 90’s, scientists discovered that 
some Pipistrelles were echolocating at higher fre-
quencies (55 kHz); a Montserrat Caballé to the Com-
mon Pipistrelle’s Freddie Mercury. These are the 
Soprano Pipistrelles. There’s now a third: Nathusius’ 
Pipistrelle. By affixing lightweight metal rings to this 
species’ wings, researchers have discovered that these 
bats are migrating to Sussex from as far away as 
Latvia. An amazing journey for an amazing animal.

I have to be honest, I can't remember a time when I've had so many phone calls from people concerned about foxes and not 
just locally, but from all over the country. I can nearly always help with most things like mange etc, but when it comes to not 
wanting them in your garden or having cubs under decking or sheds that is much more difficult. It is that time of year when 
the cubs are born and it is our duty as human beings to ensure wherever possible that our wildlife prospers and survives in 
these very difficult times. Personally, I’d consider it an honour if a wild animal trusts you enough to have its babies in or near 
your garden. My stock answer to a lot of the questions especially the one about why my cats get on so well when I've got so 
many together, it's down to love and kindness, just two simple words, but live by them and you'll be surprised at what you can 
achieve. 
For the past year I've been rattling on about what's going to happen to National Tyres and that awful prospect of a four-storey 
block of flats being built on the site. I know a lot of people want more houses, but with everything on the rise and nothing ever 
seems to go down, who can afford to buy and live in them, especially as most flats round here seem to be around half a million 
quid. However, things may have changed and at last some good news - it would appear that the National Tyres chain has been 
taken over by Halfords which is a good start, but I'm not quite sure why the landowner of the site would suddenly say well 
that's alright then, I won't bother developing the site now that Halfords has taken over the lease.  Perhaps there's longer to 
run on the lease than I originally thought. However, if it is going to morph into a proper Halfords Auto Centre doing MOTs and 
servicing complete with all the other services that have always been available, then a total makeover must be on the cards.  
There is a board on the forecourt saying that the premises is now a Halfords Auto Centre telling customers it had changed 
hands, but if they've got to revamp all the National Tyres premises then that's going to take a lot of time and money, especially 
if they've already spent £62 million on just buying the chain, mind you it's good to see the boys are keeping their jobs, that is 
a bonus.
